	Interactive up front – Drawing by instruction

	Ask for two volunteers to come up. Give first person a large sheet of blank paper (perhaps on a flip chart) and pen. Give second person a line drawing picture of something like a boat or a car or a house etc. Don’t let the first person see the picture. Second person must describe the picture to the first person, without saying what the picture is. Depending on available time, invite another pair up front, after the first two have finished. The aim of this is to show that it’s difficult to describe something that you can’t see. This is also the problem with explaining what Heaven will be like.

	Explain that the sketch illustrates the fact that most people don’t have a clear understanding or a clear picture about what Heaven is like. Or how they can get there. So, what happens is that people imagine for themselves what Heaven would or should be like… Maybe the following clip is how some of us hope Heaven will be like…

	What do we think Heaven will be like? Then feedback.

	
	
	Whole group interactive

	Explain that having heard what we all think Heaven is like, we’re now going to find out what the Bible says about Heaven, through doing a scripture treasure hunt! Note: Before the evening started, you should have hidden six scripture references about Heaven, around the room, and you should have created a clue for each one, as to where you have hidden it. Give all six clues to each of your table groups. Whenever they solve the clue and find the hidden reference, they need to bring the reference back to the front where the reference will be exchanged for the text. When they have all six texts, they need to decide as a table group which two they most like. Then feedback.

	
	
	Talk

	Sum up the evening’s discussions and feedback. End up stressing that Heaven is real, it is a good place to be, without any of the worries, stresses, pain and sadness’s of this world, and we can all get there by having faith in Jesus.
