	Remove two squares of the PowerPoint picture puzzle. See if people can guess what the picture. Don’t tell them if they are right or wrong. They will find out later in the evening!

	
	
	Up-front activity – The describing game
	10 min

	
	
	Invite 1 male and 1 female guest up front, and get them to describe in turn, objects to rest of congregation, who have to guess what they’re describing. LEADER’S NOTE: you will need to create the resources for this yourself.

	
	
	Whole group activity
	3 min

	
	
	Remove two more squares more of the puzzle. Takes some guesses from guests, But don’t say if they are right or wrong!

	
	
	Whole group activity – Hidden scriptures
	12 min

	
	
	The congregation have to find hidden scripture verses, for example you could use the parable of the lost sheep, and then then have to work out what picture of God is being ‘painted’ by the different verses. Then feedback… LEADER’S NOTE: You will need to create this resource yourself.

	
	
	Whole group activity
	2 min

	
	
	Remove three more squares. See is anyone else knows what the picture is about. Then remove all the squares and tell guests it’s a picture of the prodigal son returning home.

	
	
	Talk
	5 min

	
	
	Whole group activity
	8 min

	
	
	Lead the guests is a meditation and base the meditation on the ‘lonely road’ picture (which will be up on the screen), with a person in the distance. Help people to imagine that the person is them, and within the meditation, ask if the person is walking away from us or towards us – are they walking away from God, or are they walking towards God, coming home…

	
	
	Finish
	2 min

	
	
	Mention that we are available if they want to talk or pray about anything.
