	Constant asking of questions – I have limited patience and answers. God is not like that.

As a teacher there were times in which students would ask you questions that you weren’t too sure of the answer to, and I would have to delay them as I looked up for the answer on Google.

God is not like, nor like you, nor like anyone else.

God is actually happy to answer our questions - he doesn’t expect us to know everything, so He doesn’t get cross for us not knowing AND He doesn’t get annoyed at our persistence.

He knew the Ethiopian had questions he couldn’t answer, and He knows the questions you have too. He sent Phillip to him to answer the burning question on his heart and mind – and God is the same today. He welcomes us to ask Him questions when we don’t understand things about Him or the bible. He answered the Ethiopian because He wanted him to understand that passage so that he could know Him. God welcomes our questions too, because He wants us to know Him.
